May 8" is Julian of Norwich’s Feast Day on the church calendar.
Julian’s book, Revelations of Divine Love, was based on a series of
fifteen visions she received on the 8th of May 1373, 650 years ago, after
a nearly fatal illness. “Even in her lifetime, she was famed as a mystic
and spiritual counselor...Julian referred to Christ as ‘our courteous Lord.’
Many have found strength in the words the Lord had given her: “l can
make all things well; | will make all things well; | shall make all things
well; and thou canst see for thyself that all manner of things shall be
well.””
