James of Jerusalem’s Feast Day is on Oct. 23. James was so respected
by all, including even unbelieving Jews, that he was nicknamed “the
Just”. He is referred to by Paul as “the Lord’s brother” and the equal of
the other disciples. James did not believe that Jesus was the Son of God
until after Jesus’ resurrection, when Jesus miraculously appeared to
him. James soon rose to distinction in the Church and became the
Bishop of Jerusalem, even staying in Jerusalem ministering to his people
during a period of intense Christian persecution. He is known for his role
in accepting the Gentiles.
