The Baptism of Jesus.   The first Sunday after Epiphany is the day on the 
church’s calendar each year that we celebrate Jesus'  baptism  in the 
Jordan River, remember our own baptisms and renew our baptismal 
vows.   
 
The annual congregational meeting and Vestry elections will take 
place on Sunday, January 21. 
 
Tues, Jan. 23, 4PM OR 7PM –“A Case for Love” movie at the Paragon 
Theatre, Fredericksburg.   Bishop Michael Curry, the Presiding Bishop of 
the Episcopal Church, inspired the film’s focus as he offered a solution 
to what ails us: “Love.” Specifically, “Unselfish Love.” 
 
Bishop Curry wrote in 2019 that   “.. As a commitment, love means I’m 
seeking your self-interest as well as my own—and maybe above and 
beyond mine. That kind of unselfishness is actually how Jesus talked 
about love most of the time in the New Testament—the Greek word 
that’s used is agape. That’s the kind of love you see in a person who has 
done something selfless for you and affected your life for the good: a 
parent, teacher, Scout leader, or coach. Take that further and you 
realize that there has been no social good that’s been intentionally done 
apart from this kind of love. We don’t give people Nobel Peace prizes 
for selfishness. We recognize those people because they’ve given of 
themselves without counting the cost to themselves.”
